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The Mathematics Department has its own suite of rooms, including an office, sited in a modern building.  Each room is fully equipped with practical equipment, an interactive whiteboard, and there is access to the computer network within the department.

There are presently six FT teachers, one PT Lead Practitioner and one higher level teaching assistant who contribute to the teaching in the department, and who work as a co-operative team sharing ideas and tasks. Every member of the department teaches across age and ability ranges.

Students at KS4 follow a course leading to assessment through EDEXCEL Linear GCSE and students at KS5 follow a course leading to assessment through EDEXCEL Advanced level.

Investigational and practical approaches, problem solving, and the use of computers form an integral part of the departmental philosophy of the teaching of Mathematics.  The department continually prepares its own materials to add to its resource bank to support the development of the strategy over recent years.

Students identified as having additional educational needs are assisted by support teachers working with the class/group teacher in the normal classroom situation and a higher level teaching assistant works with booster groups in Years 9 10 and 11, and also supports Years 7 and 8 within lessons.
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
