RE: Tate Modern - End of Year Trip to London - 14 July 2023 

To celebrate the hard work and positivity of the Year 12’s, we would like to give students the 
opportunity to join Sixth Form Staff on a visit to the Tate Modern followed by a picnic and then a 
pupil led “selfie hunt” around central London. In this penultimate week of Year 12 this is one of four 
days we are organising helping them prepare for next year through enriching cultural 
experiences and gaining of cultural capital. 
 
Outline of the day 
All students will meet at East Croydon train station at 9.00am to catch the 9.33am train to London Bridge. 
We will walk as a group along the South Bank to the Tate Modern. In the Tate Modern students will 
have an hour and a half to explore the exhibitions either in student groups or with a member of 
staff. Weather permitting we will then have a picnic lunch outside. After this, pupils will be allowed 
to either go off in student groups and complete a “selfie challenge” of historic sites in central London 
or join staff for a walk and visit to St Pauls Cathedral. At the end of the day pupils can either return 
to the Tate Modern and travel to East Croydon with staff where they will be dismissed or remain in 
London and return independently.  
 
Pupils must bring: Topped up Oyster card, Picnic packed lunch and appropriate clothing for the weather

Experience, that would contribute towards widening their knowledge and understanding focused on 
their future career aspirations.
