Week Beginning- 04/12

Aircraft flight deck officers check, regulate, 
adjust and test engines and other equipment prior 
to take-off, navigate and pilot aircraft and give 
flying lessons.
Qualifications 
Entrants with GCSEs/S grades and A levels/H 
grades, an Advanced GNVQ/GSVQ Level III or a 
BTEC/ SQA award can apply for an airline 
sponsorship. Private residential training is available 
to candidates with GCSEs/S grades or appropriate 
BTEC/SQA or GNVQ/GSVQ awards or to holders of 
Private Pilots License who have 700 hours flying 
experience. Normal colour vision is required and 
candidates undergo a medical examination. Training 
lasts up to 15 months and consists of courses of 
study and flying instruction. Airlines may have 
additional age and height requirements.
