	Sociology
1. Sociology is the study of society, social behaviour and how people live together in groups.
2. A sociological perspective is a way of explaining how and why society works the way it does.
3. Functionalism sees society as a system where all parts work together to maintain stability and social order.
4. Functionalists believe institutions like family, education and religion perform important functions for society.
5. Marxism argues that society is based on inequality between social classes, especially between the ruling class (bourgeoisie) and the working class (proletariat).
6. Marxists believe the education system benefits the rich and helps maintain class inequality.
7. Feminism focuses on gender inequality and the ways society disadvantages women through patriarchy.
8. Feminists argue that traditional roles and expectations limit opportunities for women in areas such as work and education.
9. Interactionism looks at society on a smaller scale, focusing on everyday interactions and meanings between individuals.
10. Interactionists believe behaviour is shaped by labels and how people interpret situations.
11. Research methods are the tools sociologists use to collect data about society.
12. Primary research is data collected first-hand by the researcher, such as interviews, questionnaires and observations.
13. Secondary research uses existing data, such as government statistics or official reports.
14. Quantitative data is numerical and focuses on facts and statistics, often used in surveys and experiments.
15. Qualitative data is detailed and descriptive, focusing on opinions, feelings and experiences, often collected through interviews and observations.
