Q1: There will be eight statements, you will be asked to choose 4 true statements based on the knowledge of what you read.
This is worth 4 marks.
Q2: You will be asked to sum up and infer what the similarities and differences are between the texts. This is worth 8 marks
Q3: You will be asked to closely analyse the writer’s methods on a specific part of one of the extracts. This is worth 12 marks.
Q4: You will be asked to compare the writers’ viewpoints in both texts. This is worth 16 marks.
Writing Approach - Personal / General  approach with the four part structure: Personal/ General Problem / General Solution / back to the Personal
